Joining Instructions for Cubs, Scouts & Explorers

Arrival at Camp - Please aim to deliver your child at camp for 2pm on Saturday 24th July. Pull in to the main car park where a representative from 2nd Bracknell will be waiting to take your child to our pitch site. Please lift share wherever possible and be prepared to drop and go as the car-park is relatively small in comparison to the numbers we are expecting to arrive. Phasels Wood directions are shown below:
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The main entrance is approached from the A41 Kings Langley By-pass and this entrance should be used by all vehicles. Access is only on the northbound carriageway, towards Hemel Hempstead, second lay-by from the M25 roundabout - Junction 20. There is a sign just before the lay-by: 'Scout Camp access via lay-by'. This entrance is locked every night around 10pm. Please make arrangements if you are arriving late. 
There is no postal address or postcode for the main entrance, so to find the site you will need to follow the above directions. To download directions to the centre please click here.
Please ensure that your child brings their kit in one reasonably sized bag which they can carry. There will be no room inside their tent for more than one bag. Please refer to the kit list if you are unsure what they will require. Priority should be given to hard wearing practical clothing and all non-essential i.e. designer outfits, electronic toys and snack foods should be left at home. Please discuss this with your section leader should you have any concerns or feel free to contact the camp leadership team.

Departure for Cub Mini- Campers – Your child will be ready for collection at 7pm on Wednesday 28th July. You and your extended family are very welcome to join us earlier in the day as Wednesday is our Jubilee Fun Day. Please read carefully and then complete the form at the end of our Fun Day letter (which is being issued separately) if you wish to do this. We are hoping that many parents and brothers and sisters will come along and join in the fun.

Once you have collected your child and their belongings you will be responsible for them, however you are still welcome to stay and join our Group Campfire which will start at around 8pm.

Departure for Cub Full-Campers, Scouts and Explorers – Your child will be ready for collection at 11am on Saturday 31st July. You will need to collect them from our pitch location (Pitches A – D) and once again we would ask you to arrange lift share wherever possible. We would appreciate as many adults as possible meeting our van back at the Scout Hut at 1:30pm on the Saturday to assist in unloading all the equipment that we require for taking 140 people to camp. We have not received any offers of help yet and at the end of a long week find this last job to be the most difficult. Please let a camp leader know if you are able to help in this way.
The home contact for this camp will be Linda Williams. In the case of an emergency only she can be contacted on 07720 716794
If you need to make contact with anyone on-site throughout the duration of the camp – leader or child – please do so through the emergency home contact only. If a leader needs to make contact with you for any reason, this will also be done through the home contact. Our home contact will hold a copy of the emergency details you have provided and health forms – if there are any changes to these before we leave for camp, please let us know as soon as possible so that the correct details are recorded.

Payments – we have a small number of payments out-standing and require these to be made as quickly as possible. As with all other camps that we run, they are non-profit making and every penny is required to meet the costs arising from running the camp, many of which are payable in advance. If you have not made full payment prior to camp, your child will not be allowed to attend. If you are unsure whether you have made your final payment, please speak to your section leader.
And finally – We aim to make this camp a unique and memorable experience for all the young people involved. Please speak with a leader if you or your child has any concerns before we leave and remind them that the entire leadership team is open to them whilst they are on camp. Drive carefully and see you all on the 24th!
